FURTHER INFORMATION ABOUT THE PRT PROGRAMME
(PRT APPLICATION FORM ATTACHED)

If you qualified as a chiropractor after 15 June 1999 and wish to join the Royal College of Chiropractors (RCC), one of the requirements for membership is successful completion of the RCC’s PRT programme. Recent graduates are required to become Provisional Members enrol on the ‘PRT’ postgraduate training programme. 
The PRT scheme provides the framework for a helpful and supportive period of postgraduate training/professional development enabling newly-qualified chiropractors to work in professional clinical settings in regular contact with more experienced colleagues who act as trainers/mentors. In addition to practical clinical aspects, further structured education is provided. The overarching aim of PRT is the smooth transition from the undergraduate setting to autonomous professional practice in the clinical setting. 
Each PRT candidate undertakes a range of learning activities as summarised below:
1. Practice-Based Learning

Regular contact and mutual observation between candidate and Trainer takes place. Trainer and candidate complete a ‘Trainer Log’. Trainer and candidate undertake, together, a structured audit of the candidate’s developing clinical proficiency.


2. Experiential Learning

Candidates spend time with and observe three different allied health professionals in practice.



3. Participation in Meetings/Events

Candidates attend:

a) Three PRT meetings which, collectively, address:

· Communication/presentation skills (including dealing with difficult patients and public speaking)

· Setting up a business, including marketing – note that a range of online learning modules are also provided free of charge to PRT candidates
· Record keeping and report writing
b) two regional CPD events and c) one national or international conference. Note that PRT candidates can attend the RCC’s annual conference (the RCC ‘AGM’) free of charge.
4. Diary

Candidates make regular entries in a reflective learning diary in order to help identify their learning requirements.
5. Learning Cycle

Candidates document at least one complete learning cycle whereby they actively identify a learning need, plan/undertake appropriate learning and evaluate/apply their learning.










6. Clinical Audit

Candidates undertake and document one cycle of clinical audit. A range of audit tools is provided.
Candidates are partnered with a recognised Trainer with whom they have regular contact. This Trainer is identified by the candidate, with the RCC’s help as necessary. It is preferable but not a requirement for a 
Trainer to work in the same practice as a new graduate in order for that graduate to participate in the PRT programme. It is acceptable for a graduate to participate even where s/he and the Trainer work in separate locations. This includes where a graduate is setting up a separate clinic.
If you chosen Trainer is not currently registered in this role, please ask them to contact the RCC in order to do so. Registration as a Trainer normally requires the following:  

· 3 years experience as a chiropractor

· 2 years experience in the practice from which the Trainer is applying

· Willingness to become a member of The Royal College of Chiropractors if not already a member

· Current GCC registration 

· Suitability to have responsibility for guiding a junior colleague. 

· Participate in at least one Trainers’ Forum every three years

The cost of the PRT Scheme includes attendance at three regional training events, two RCC regional evening CPD events and is inclusive of Provisional College Membership which encompasses a range of benefits (please see the RCC membership brochure at http://publ.com/IOufsP). The fee is payable by Direct Debit as 12 equal monthly instalments of £20.83 (i.e. a total of £250). 
The PRT Scheme is normally completed within 12 months of registration on the scheme. However, this can be extended if you make a request in advance. Beyond this time, additional fees may be payable.
Key points to note:

· The Royal College of Chiropractors PRT Scheme is proven and well established, and is the scheme adopted by the BCA and MCA. These associations require you to complete the College’s PRT scheme. The UCA also encourages its new graduate members undertake the PRT and a number of UCA members are registered PRT Trainers.
· The activities undertaken as part of the PRT programme, when suitably documented according to GCC requirements, will also satisfy statutory CPD requirements
· Successful completion of the scheme means graduates become eligible for Licentiate Membership of The Royal College of Chiropractors with a certificate and the post-nominal letters, ‘LRCC’. If they also complete a suitable PGCert programme, or follow the College’s equivalence route to membership, they will be entitled to full membership and the post-nominal letters ‘MRCC’. Fellowship may follow after a number of years’ experience and/or qualifications.
If you wish to join the programme, please complete the attached PRT Registration Form AND the Royal College of Chiropractors Membership Application Form. On request, we will assist in locating a suitable Trainer. Please do not assume that because you have submitted your forms that you are registered on the PRT Scheme – we will send you a formal letter confirming your PRT registration and Provisional College Membership. A detailed registration pack will be sent to you and your Trainer at this time.
