· The allocation of funding will not normally exceed £15k per project.
· Applications will be considered in any area of research relating to neuro-musculoskeletal health, with priority given to projects adopting an innovative approach.

· Priority will also be given to collaborative ventures between chiropractic and non-chiropractic institutions. 
· The RCC is a non-commercial partner of the National Institute for Health Research (NIHR) and RCC Innovation Grant holders will be eligible for NIHR Clinical Research Network Support if their project is of clear and demonstrable value to the NHS.
